Chairman Malcarne opened the meeting at 7:41 pm.

Public hearing for the McNulty Subdivision is still open.

All applications were properly advertised and adjoining neighbors were notified via
certified mail.

VARIANCE APPLICATIONS:

Clinton Alliance Church - property located at 1192 Centre Road, Tax Grid No. 6468-
00-360605.

The applicant is seeking a variance to Sec. 3.4 C-3 of the Town of Clinton Zoning
Law in order to construct an attached building containing 1,152 sq. ft. Youth
Center and 4,590 square feet Pavilion.

Mr. Halton and Mr. Schollmeyer were present for the application.

Mr. Halton explained their proposal. Two years ago a 24 x 48 square foot building was
donated to the church. They decided to use this building for a Sunday school classroom
program and offices. He indicated the necessity of the youth program to the church. They
are currently using their education building for their youth program which is severely
undersized. He also noted that this building will provide an entrance to an Open Air
Pavilion. He added that their long term goal is to convert this pavilion into a gymnasium
when funds become available.

In terms of location, the church currently owns 2 parcels. One is where the church is
currently located (across the street of the town hall) and the other parcel is 5 acres which
is across the street of the church where the parking lot is situated. Mr. Halton discussed
what was presented to the Planning Board. (Refer to Planning Board minutes dated June
17, 2008). They originally wanted to put the building parallel to the road. Planning Board
disagreed the said location because of the Hamlet Regulations (Sec. 7.9 D-2¢) which
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require that parking lot should be situated to the rear or sides of the building as much as
possible.

Mr. Schollmeyer noted that the board and the church finally agreed to put the donated
building perpendicular to Center Road with the interlock thru the parking lot. He
indicated the 2 stages process of their project. First is to put up the Youth Center Building
and then the Open Air Pavilion.

Mr. Halton made a comment about the Planning Board’s recommendation to the Zoning
Board of Appeals. He stated the reasons why the Planning Board chose this location for

the proposed building. He added that Planning Board felt that maximizing the size of the
building to 6,000 square feet will not give negative impact on the Hamlet.

Mr. Schollmeyer went over the Hamlet requirements for this application. This is an
oversized lot since this is almost 5 acre parcel under a 1 acre zoning. The maximum
building coverage in this Hamlet is 12% whereas they only have 2.7% building coverage
for the Youth Center and Open Air Pavilion. When it comes to all the side yard setback
requirements of 50 feet, they have in excess of 200 feet. He justified the reasons for
having the said size of the structure and indicated that the character of this building will
fit in the hamlet zoning.

Mr. Calogero read the letter of recommendation from the Planning Board which is
positive. (Letter dated July 2, 2008 is on file)

It was noted that there was no correspondence received from the neighbors.

Mr. Trusz asked the applicant if there was any variance granted in the past for the parking
lot. The applicant responded negative. Mr. Halton stated that the parking lot was built in
2004.

Mr. Trusz stated that the applicant is asking for a variance for an Open Air Pavilion and
has the intention of enclosing it in the future. He indicated that the applicant has to come
back for another variance in the future to enclose this building since the variance that is
going to be granted is for an Open Air Pavilion.

Mr. Halton responded that what they are asking is a variance to increase the size of the
structure which is 3,000 square feet maximum.

The board asked the ZEO’s opinion regarding this matter. Mr. Fennel replied that the
church is seeking a variance for the square footage of the Pavilion as shown on the ad.

Ms. Campbell agreed and stated that the application is for the size of the structure and
was advertised as “to increase the square footage of the Pavilion.”
