Acting Chairman DePasqua called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. 

 

AREA VARIANCE APPLICATION: 

 

Walter Foucher – property located on 258 Sunset Trail, Tax Grid No. 6467-00-546645. 

 

Applicant is seeking area variances to Sec. 250-22 A (3) (Accessory Structure) 

and Sec. 250 Attachment 2 reducing the front yard setback from 100 feet to 75 

feet for location of solar panel electric system. 

 

Christina Bagen from Hudson Valley Clean Energy appeared on behalf of the applicant.  

 

Ms. Bagen explained that they put in a solar panel for Mr. Foucher. Apparently, there 

was an error when the building permit was issued. The ZEO misread the applicant’s 

setback number (150 instead of 50 feet front setback) and issued a building permit.  

 

Ms. Bagen presented photos of the property showing all the angles [Should this be 

“views”?] of the solar panel.   

 

Acting Chairman DePasqua opened questions from the board.  

 

Mr. Marrapodi asked the applicant how they found out that they need a variance.  

 

Ms. Bagen responded that the town received a complaint from one of the neighboring 

property owners.  

 

Mr. Werner asked if there was a Certificate of Occupancy issued for this project. Ms. 

Bagen replied negatively.  

 

Mr. DePasqua stated that the solar panel looks more like 75 feet from the road. Ms. 

Bagen affirmed that it is 75 feet from the road.  
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Mr. DePasqua expressed his comments about this case. There are trees along the road that 

block this structure during summer. In addition to that, the applicant indicated in their 

application about putting in extra screening or shrubberies.  

 

Mr. DePasqua stated that he doesn’t think that the applicant intentionally committed this 

error. There was a mistake done with the issuance of the building permit. If the applicant 

originally came before the board prior to the issuance of the building permit, the board 

would have required screening on this area. He then asked the applicant to put additional 

landscaping/screening on the back where areas of the structure are still visible. The 

applicant agreed.  

 

Mr. Marrapodi vocalized his concern. This application is setting a precedent. Property 

owners are now using solar panels or other electric alternatives. Putting them on the front 

yard is an eyesore. If this case was before the board prior to the issuance of a building 

permit, the board could have discussed options for locating this structure. There was an 

option here. It could have been installed in the roof.  

 

Ms. Bagen noted that there was a structural issue with the applicant’s roof. She stated that 

some properties only have suitable areas to install solar panels. This system needs an area 

where it can get the most sunlight.  

 

Ms. Bagen indicated that property owners normally want to install the solar panel farther 

back on their property.  

 

Mr. Werner remarked that if the applicant had installed this in the back, then the 

applicant wouldn’t have come before the board.  

 

Mr. Marrapodi explained that this case raises an issue for the future. He acknowledged 

that Mr. Foucher didn’t do anything wrong. However, there is a concern that the board 

would have to deal with in the future in cases like this. The board should discuss how to 

address this kind of issue.  

 

The board agreed to bring this matter to the Town Board.  

 

Mr. DePasqua suggested giving a Conditional Recommendation to the ZBA with the 

condition of putting landscaping or buffer to alleviate the sight of this panel from the 

road. The board agreed.  

 

Mr. DePasqua motioned that the Town of Clinton Planning Board provide a conditional 

positive recommendation to the Zoning Board of Appeals on the requested area variances 

to Sec. 250-22 A (3) (Accessory Structure) and Sec. 250 Attachment 2 reducing the front 

yard setback from 100 feet to 75 feet for location of solar panel electric system as 

requested by Walter Foucher on property located at 258 Sunset Trail, Tax Grid No. 

6467-00-546645 in an AR5 Zoning District.  
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WHEREAS:  
 

1. The applicant is requesting a reduction of a front yard setback from 100 to 75 

feet (Sec. 250 Attachment 2) and front setback for accessory structure (Sec. 

250-22 A-3) on a ±6.52 acre lot.  

2. Lot is not in an Ag District. 

3. Construction of the solar electric system has been completed. A building 

permit was issued in error due to a misread of the applicant’s front yard 

setback numbers. (Please see attached ZEO’s letter dated 3-23-11 and a copy 

of building permit dated 10-4-10.) 

4. Since construction has been completed and the applicant appears to have 

followed what they believed were the “rules,” the Planning Board believes 

that landscape buffering should take place to mitigate the aesthetics of the 

structure.  

5. Hudson Valley Clean Energy stated that the current location is the most 

suitable for maximum energy production.  

6. Hudson Valley Clean Energy stated, and as indicated in the application, that 

extra screening can be planted.  

7. There exists a tree buffer between the structure and Sunset Trail. However, 

additional screening would make the structure more acceptable to the 

aesthetics of the neighbor(s).  

8. The property is within the Ridgeline, Scenic, and Historic Protection Overlay 

District.  

9. An undesirable change in the neighborhood can be mitigated with an 

approved screening plan.  

10. Alleged difficulty is self-created.  

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Planning Board is making a positive 

recommendation for approval to the Town on Clinton Zoning Board of Appeals when the 

following condition is met: 

 

a. A landscape screening plan to improve the site buffering to the 

neighborhood be submitted to and approved by the Town of Clinton 

Zoning Board of Appeals.  

 

Seconded by Mr. Marrapodi. 

 

Discussion. None. 

 

All Aye, Motion carried, 5-0.  

 

Mr. DePasqua asked Mr. Marrapodi to write a letter about the above concern addressed to 

the Town Board. Mr. Marrapodi agreed.

Applicants proposed to subdivide a ±37.5 acre lot into 4 lots which is in the AR3 

and AR5 Zoning District. (Lot 1 – ±5.16 acres, Lot 2 – ±8.63 acres, Lot 3 – ±7.41 

acres and Lot 4 – ±14.49 acres.) 

 

Michelle Zerfas and Joe Berger from Berger Engineering and the Wowakas were all back 

for their application.   

 

Acting Chairman DePasqua opened questions from the public. Hearing none, the board 

agreed to close the public hearing.  

 

Mr. Thomas motioned to close the public hearing, seconded by Mr. Dolan, All Aye, 

Motion carried, 5-0. 

 

APPLICATION: 

 

Forever Ivy Acres 4 lot (Wowaka) subdivision (Preliminary Approval) – property 

owned by Stephen and Rhonda Wowaka and is located at East Fallkill Road, Tax Grid 

No. 6266-00-935470.   
 

Applicants proposed to subdivide a ±37.5 acre lot into 4 lots which is in the AR3 

and AR5 Zoning District. (Lot 1 – ±5.16 acres, Lot 2 – ±8.63 acres, Lot 3 – ±7.41 

acres and Lot 4 – ±14.49 acres.) 

 

Michelle Zerfas and Joe Berger from Berger Engineering and the Wowakas were all back 

for their project.   

 

Also present for this application was the town engineer, Pete Setaro. The town planner 

wasn’t in attendance at this meeting.  

 

Mr. Berger recapped what had transpired at the previous meeting. Area variance for the 

abutting driveway was granted per ZBA meeting dated 2-24-11. They are now back 

before the board to complete the process of subdivision.  

 

Mr. DePasqua asked the town engineer for his comments.  

 

Mr. Setaro indicated that all their comments per letter dated 3-14-11 are basically 

issues/concerns for Final Approval. The latest submission meets the requirements for 
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preliminary approval per subdivision regulations. Mr. Setaro stated that he and Mr. 

Wilson do not have a problem proceeding with the Preliminary Approval. The applicant 

did a great job with the current layout. This is an environmentally  friendly project. (It 

was noted that the applicant originally proposed  a 9-lot subdivision, then 7 lots, and 

finally reduced the number of lots to 4.) 

 

Mr. Setaro explained the recent comment that was received from NYSDEC. The permits 

that were mentioned in the said letter are basically permits that the applicants will submit 

to DEC as they move along the permitting process. The Habitat Assessment Report and 

Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) (as mentioned in the letter) have already 

been submitted by the applicant. These just need to be updated.  

 

Mr. Setaro noted that there are no other issues or concern at this time that would prevent 

Planning Board from considering a SEQRA determination.  

 

Mr. Thomas asked the town engineer if he saw the recent comments from the CAC. Mr. 

Setaro replied negatively. He received the copy but never had the chance to read it.  

 

The board agreed to review the Long Form EAF.  

 

Mr. Werner remarked that the applicants listed on the EAF are both Stephen and Rhonda 

Wowaka (Name of Applicants). However, there is only Stephen Wowaka’s name listed 

under “Name of Owner.” He asked if both of the Wowakas are owners of this property.  

 

Mr. Berger responded that the reason why they only put one name on the “Applicant’s 

Name” is because only Stephen Wowaka’s name is on the Deed.  

 

After doing the Long Form EAF, the board passed a resolution, to wit:  

 

Mr. Thomas motioned that the Town of Clinton Planning Board accepts the Negative 

Declaration that was prepared by the town planner, Neil Wilson dated April 5, 2011.  

Seconded by Mr. Dolan. 

Discussion. None 

All Aye, Motion carried, 5-0. 

 

The board agreed to issue Preliminary Approval.  

 

Mr. Thomas motioned that the Town of Clinton Planning Board approves the following 

resolution: 
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Whereas, the Town of Clinton Planning Board has received an application for 

Preliminary Subdivision Approval from Stephen and Rhonda Wowaka involving the 

proposed subdivision of a ±35.7 acre parcel of land into 4 residential building lots as 

follows: Lot 1, 5.06 acres; Lot 2, 5.93 acres; Lot 3, 10.98 acres; and Lot 4, 13.73 acres, 

said project is known as “Forever Ivy Acres Subdivision”; and 

 

Whereas, the site of the proposed preliminary subdivision is located on East 

Fallkill Road as shown on a proposed preliminary plat map prepared by Berger 

Engineering and Surveying, Professional Engineer license #069634, said map dated 

March 1, 2010 and bearing a latest revision date of March 4, 2011; and  

 

Whereas, the application involves tax parcel number 6266-00-935470-0000 

which parcel is located partially in the AR-3 Low Density Agricultural Residential 

District and partially in the AR-5 Very Low Density Agricultural Residential District; 

and 

 

Whereas, the layout of the proposed lots would be such that lots 2, 3, and 4 would 

be “rear lots” as that term is defined in Article VIII, §250-105 of the Town Code and 

would have three abutting accessways to each of the new lots in addition to an existing 

abutting accessway on an adjoining lot identified as the lands of Swenson; and 

 

 

Whereas, pursuant to Article IV, §250-25(B)(3) on March 1, 2011 the Planning 

Board granted a waiver to allow up to two abutting accessways to rear lots; and 

 

Whereas, on February 24, 2011 the Zoning Board of Appeals granted a variance 

1) from §250-25(B)(4) of the Town of Clinton Zoning Law requiring an 80 foot 

separation from an adjacent driveway, and 2) from §250-25(B)(3) to allow two additional 

abutting accessways; and 

 

Whereas, the Planning Board, as the Lead Agency, has determined that the 

proposed Forever Ivy Acres Subdivision would not result in any large or important 

impact(s) and has issued a “Negative Declaration” pursuant to the requirements of the 

State Environmental Quality Review Act (ECL 8-0101 et seq.); and 

 

Whereas, after review of the preliminary subdivision plat the Planning Board has 

determined:   

 

1. That the proposed subdivision will be of such character that it may be 

safely used for building purposes without danger to health, or peril from 

fire, flood, or other menace; and 

 

2. That proper provisions have been made for drainage, water supply, and 

sewage; and 
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3. That access to the proposed lots will be of such width, grade and location 

as to accommodate prospective traffic and afford adequate light and air, 

and facilitate fire and police protection; and 

 

4. That the proposed lots will be laid out so as to be in harmony with the 

development pattern of the neighboring properties; and 

 

5. That open space of suitable location, size and character will be 

maintained; and 

 

6. That pursuant to §277(4)(b) of the Town Law, the Planning Board has 

examined the recreational facilities of the Town and has determined that: a) 

based on increases in the town-wide population growth as evidenced by data 

from the 2000 Census and preliminary estimates from the 2010 Census; and b) 

potential increases to the local population attributable to the project;  and c) 

the need for additional recreational lands as documented in Chapter 6 of the 

“Town of Clinton Master Plan”, that a proper case exists for requiring that a 

park suitably located for playgrounds or other recreational purposes within the 

town be required for this development.  However, based on the limited 

accessibility of the site, and the overall environmental constraints represented 

by on-site wetlands and steep slopes, pursuant to §277(4)(c) of the Town Law 

the Planning Board has determined that a suitable park or parks of adequate 

size to meet the additional requirement cannot be properly located on the 

proposed site, and that at the time of Final Subdivision Approval the applicant 

shall pay a sum of money in lieu thereof, in an amount established by the 

Town Board; and 

 

7. That the proposed subdivision is in compliance with the requirements of the 

Town Zoning Law and the Town Master Plan; and 

 

Whereas, the Planning Board held a public hearing on the preliminary subdivision 

plat and closed said public hearing on April 5, 2011;  

 

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that the Town of Clinton Planning Board hereby 

grants preliminary subdivision approval for the Forever Ivy Acres Subdivision for the 

following: 

 

1. Preliminary Subdivision Plat Map prepared by Berger Engineering and 

Surveying, dated March 1, 2010 and bearing a latest revision date of March 4, 

2011 consisting of the following:   

 

a. Sheet EX1 – “Existing Conditions Plan” 

b Sheet PR1 - “Preliminary Subdivision Plat – North Section – Forever Ivy 

Acres”  
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c. Sheet PR2 - “Preliminary Subdivision Plat – South Section – Forever Ivy 

Acres” 

d. Sheet EC1 –“Erosion and Sediment Control”  

e. Sheet SD1 - “Sanitary Sewage Disposal and Water Well Details”  

f. Sheet SD2 –“SDS Test Data and Site Details” 

g. Sheet WF1 –“Wetland and Forest Classification Map” 

h. Sheet SUR2 – Proposed Lot Lines and Easement Map 

i. Certified Boundary Survey (Validated Wetlands Map)  

 

Be It Further Resolved, that the Planning Board will consider an application for 

Final Subdivision Approval for the Forever Ivy Acres Subdivision after the applicant has 

completed the following conditions: 

 

1. Resolved any technical issues listed in the Town Engineer’s letter dated March 

14, 2011. 

 

2. Responded to the comments of the Clinton Conservation Advisory Council dated 

March 16, 2011.   

 

3. Obtain approval of the Town Attorney of the language and form of the Common 

Driveway Easement and Maintenance Agreement for lots 2, 3 and 4. 

 

4. Obtained curb cut approval from the Town Highway Superintendent for the 

location of the new driveway for Lot 1, and the common driveway for lots 2, 3, 

and 4.   

 

5. Obtained approval of the common driveway design and construction by the Fire 

Department and Town Engineer.   

 

6. Submitted for approval by the Dutchess County Department of Health for the on-

site water supply and sewage disposal systems.   

 

7. Obtained a Freshwater Wetlands Permit from the NYSDEC and obtained that 

agency’s approval of a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and a 

stormwater SPDES permit.   

 

8. Paid all fees including accrued Planning Board escrow fees. 

 

9. Added the following notes to the final plat:  

 

a. “It is the responsibility of the owner/applicant to submit to the Planning 

Board proof that the conditions of Final Subdivision Approval have been 

completed, and the signature of the Planning Board Chairman shall be 

withheld pending receipt of a written memorandum from the Planning 
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Board’s consulting Planner and Town Engineer verifying that the 

conditions of this approval have been completed.”   

 

b. “Prior to commencement of the construction of the common driveway, the 

applicant’s contractor and consulting engineer shall meet with the Town 

Engineer and Town Highway Superintendent to discuss the phasing of the 

construction work, the placement of erosion control measures, 

requirements for certification from the applicant’s professionals, 

implementation of required mitigation, prior approval of field changes, 

and periodic field inspections by the Town Engineer.”  

 

c. “At the completion of construction, and prior to issuance of a Certificate 

of Occupancy for any building, the property owner shall provide to the 

Planning Department, the Town Engineer and the Building Inspector a 

certification in the form required by the Town, prepared by a New York  

State Licensed Professional Engineer, a NYS Licensed Land Surveyor and 

other professionals as may be necessary, that all site work has been 

carried out and completed in compliance with the approved plans for the 

project.   Additionally, the property owner shall provide to the Town 

Engineer and the Building Inspector an “as built” survey of the completed 

site work including associated storm water management facilities and any 

easements.” 

 

10. Add as construction notes on the final plat the recommendations of the 

April 20, 2004 Hudsonia Ltd. report “Blanding’s Turtle Habitat 

Assessment” with respect to specific road and structure design 

recommendations for protection of this species.  

 

11. Add as construction notes on the final plat the recommendations of the 

Welling Geoscience “Flora & Fauna Diversity Report” in regard to 

potential habitat for the Indiana Bat that would limit the clearing of trees 

to occur only between October 1
st
 and March 30

th
 of any year in order to 

avoid direct impacts to individual bats. 

   

12. Submit an application for Final Subdivision Approval prepared in 

accordance with the requirements of the Town Zoning Law and Town 

Subdivision Regulations. 

 

Seconded by Mr. Dolan.  

 

Discussion.  

 

Mr. Setaro recommended the following notes that he and Mr. Wilson had agreed, to wit: 
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1) Adding the date “March 14, 2011” of his letter to condition #1 to read as 

“….resolved technical issues of the town engineer’s letter dated 3-14-11.” 

2) In condition #5 - (Approval of common driveway design and ….) Mr. Setaro 

stated that he and Mr. Wilson agreed the construction of this common drive be 

taken out and put it on Final Approval. 

3) Condition #6 – They agreed to put “Submission to the Department of Health 

before the applicant can submit to Final Approval” or make sure that the applicant 

makes an application to BOH before they can submit to Final.  

4) #9 Notes (b) and (c) are more of building town roadways. Mr. Setaro indicated 

that Mr. Wilson and he agreed to substitute “common driveway” instead of using 

“site work”. 

5) Note C is more of fulfillment of a town roadway and not for individual houses. 

Building Inspector normally covers the house and driveway construction. Mr. 

Setaro doesn’t think that this note is applicable to this project.  

 

Mr. Marrapodi expressed his concern on Notes C. Last paragraph reads, “Additionally, 

the applicant shall provide to the town engineer…..an “as built” survey of the completed 

site work….” Mr. Marrapodi indicated the board’s experience in the past about Areas of 

Disturbance. Future developers of these lots don’t have an idea about the buffer or 

protected areas. They can go beyond the limit of disturbance when developing this 

property. An “as built” survey should be submitted prior to issuance of CO.  

 

After discussing the issue, the board agreed to use “property owner” instead of 

“applicant.”  

 

 

All Aye, Motion carried, 5-0. 

 

Genie Polower Lot line Adjustment – property located at 167-169 Allen Road, Tax 

Grid Nos. 6466-00-455464-00 and 6466-00-414459-00. 

 

Applicant wishes to merge two lots in order to meet the zoning acreage 

requirement for the accessory apartment.  

 

Richard Olson and Mike Dalbo, applicant’s attorney and land surveyor, respectively, 

appeared for this application. 

 

Mr. Olson recapped the history of this case (refer to previous minutes). After receiving an 

area variance (ZBA meeting 1-27-11) to allow an accessory apartment in an existing two-

family dwelling, Mr. Olson stated that they are now back before the board to proceed to 

the next step in the process.  

 

Mr. Dalbo presented the lot line adjustment application. They want to merge two lots as 

indicated on the map. Lot 1 is ±5.53 acres and Lot 2 is ±5.24 acres, giving a total acreage 

of ±10.77 acres.  
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Mr. Werner suggested using “existing” Lot 1 and “existing” Lot 2 in labeling these lots 

for reference purposes in the resolution.  

 

Mr. Dalbo asked, “How about using  “Lot 1 Filed Map #__ and Lot 2 Filed Map #__” to 

differentiate the before and after lots?” Mr. Werner agreed.  

 

Mr. Werner remarked that physical address of the property is missing from the map. Mr. 

Dalbo agreed to include the physical address of the property on the map.  

 

The board agreed to approve the lot line adjustment.  

 

Mr. Werner motioned that the Town of Clinton Planning Board grant conditional 

approval for a Lot Line Adjustment of the lands owned by Genie Polower, located at 

167–169 Allen Road, which is in an AR-5 zoning district in the Town of Clinton, tax 

grids #132400-6466-00-455464-00 #1342400-6466-00-414459-00. 

 

WHEREAS: 

 

1) The intent of this action is to remove the lot line between the two lots, as shown on the 

survey map created by Michael A. Dalbo, Licensed Land Surveyor, NYS license 

#049311, dated 2-20-11. 

 

2) The present Lot 1 (the eastern parcel) is 5.53 acres; the present Lot 2 (the western 

parcel) is 5.24 acres.  The acreage of the new lot will be approximately 10.77 acres. 

 

3) At its 1-27-11 meeting, the Zoning Board of Appeals granted the applicant an area 

variance from Section 250-29B of the Town of Clinton Zoning Law, to allow an 

accessory apartment with a nonconforming two-family dwelling on the property. 

 

4) The lands under consideration have not been granted a special permit or other permit 

that would be void as a result of this action. 

 

5) Since a Lot Line Adjustment is a Type II action under SEQRA, no further SEQRA 

review is required. 

 

6) The proposed lot line adjustment does not create a substandard lot or render any lot 

more substandard than it may already be. 

 

7) The property borders a working farm in an Agricultural District.  An Ag Data 

Statement is on file. 

 

8) At its 4-5-11 meeting, the Planning Board agreed to waive the items from the Lot Line 

Adjustment Plat as requested by Michael Dalbo in his letter dated 3-21-11. 
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9) The applicant confirms that there are no existing or proposed restrictions on the land 

including easements, deed restrictions, etc. 

 

10) The Town of Clinton does not consider a Lot Line Adjustment to be a subdivision. 

 

11) All appropriate fees have been paid. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the requested Lot Line Adjustment is 

granted approval by the Town of Clinton Planning Board when the following condition is 

met. 

 

a) The following items should be shown on the Lot Line Adjustment plat: 

 

• The physical address of the property. 

 

• Labels referencing the existing Lot 1 and Lot 2 to Filed Map #6660. 

 

Seconded by Mr. Dolan. 

 

Discussion. None.  

 

All in favor, Aye, Motion carried 5-0.    

 

Genie Polower Site Plan and Special Permit Application – property located at 167-169 

Allen Road, Tax Grid Nos. 6466-00-455464.  

 

The applicant is seeking a Site Plan and Special Permit in order to construct an 

Accessory Apartment to an existing two-family dwelling.  

 

Mr. Olson reiterated the history of this property. He asked the board if they would accept 

the same site plan that was presented for the Lot Line Adjustment application and utilize 

it as Site Plan and Special Permit Application. He noted that nothing is changed on the 

site plan.  

 

The board agreed. Mr. Werner advised the applicant to just change the label on the map. 

Mr. DePasqua asked Mr. Dalbo to make sure that everything is on the map.  

 

The board discussed the SEQRA process. The board agreed that this project is unlisted, 

uncoordinated action with Short Form EAF.  

 

Mr. Werner asked if this action should be circulated to the Department of Health. Mr. 

Thomas responded that Board of Health approval is one of the variance conditions. Mr. 

Olson concurred with Mr. Thomas. He added that their engineers are currently working 

with the Health Department.  
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Mr. DePasqua stated that the applicant needs to comply with the conditions of the ZBA 

variance, otherwise there is NO Special Permit. 

 

Mr. Olson discussed the other condition of the variance—i.e., a legal document 

containing the verbiage of the variance not running with the land and will end upon deed 

transfer or demise of Ms. Polower.  

 

The applicant’s counsel noted that this dwelling also needs to be owner occupied and 

upon the demise of Ms. Polower should revert back into a two-family dwelling with the 

owner in residence.  

 

Mr. Thomas suggested including “owner occupied” in the Special Permit Approval. Mr. 

Olson concurred. He added that this “owner occupied” is also going to be in the Deed 

record as requested by the ZBA.
