Acting Chairman Arthur Weiland called the meeting to order at 7:37 pm. 
Acting Chairman Weiland asked the secretary if the application on the agenda was properly advertised and adjoining neighbors were notified. Ms. Campbell responded positively. 

Acting Chairman Weiland noted that the meeting was being recorded for record keeping purposes.
VARIANCE APPLICATIONS:

Michael Yazinsky - property located at 176 Clinton Hollow Road, Tax Grid No. 6466-00-425260.  

The applicant is seeking an area variance to Sec. 250 Attachment 2 (Area Bulk Regulations) of the Town of Clinton Zoning Law for a side yard setback reduction from 50 feet to 3 feet in order to construct a landing on the side of the house connecting to a new deck on the back of the house. 

Mr. Yazinsky appeared for his application. He briefly explained his proposition as stated above. 
Acting Chairman Weiland asked the board if they are comfortable in proceeding with this application without the presence of the Zoning Enforcement Officer. He stated that the letter from Mr. Fennel is sufficient enough to proceed with this case. The board agreed.

Mr. Weiland motioned to proceed without the presence of the Zoning Enforcement Officer, seconded by Mr. Calogero, All aye, Motion carried, 5-0.

Acting Chairman Weiland asked the board for any comments or questions. 

Mr. Calogero read the Planning Board’s recommendation which is positive. He also read the letter that was received from the adjoining neighbor, Henry Janes of 180 Hollow Road indicating no concern about this project. 
Mr. Weiland motioned to open the public hearing, seconded by Ms. Dolan. All aye, motion carried, 5-0. 

Hearing no comments from the public, the board agreed to close the public hearing. 

Mr. Weiland motioned to close the public hearing, seconded by Mr. Sherow, All Aye, motion carried, 5-0.

The board discussed the Planning Board’s recommendation regarding the maintenance of the stockade fence. 

Mr. Weiland stated that the board doesn’t have the authority about this concern if the fence is owned by the neighbor. He asked the applicant if the stockade fence was put up by his neighbor. Mr. Yazinsky responded, “Yes”. He noted that the fence was already up there when he moved in to his property. 

Mr. Calogero concurred with Mr. Weiland. This is up to the neighbor if he owns the fence.

Mr. Calogero expressed his comment about this case. This property is vastly improved. There has to be some kind of a step from the doorway along the side. Mr. Calogero indicated that he’s not troubled with this application since it’s almost impossible to do anything on this property without variances due to the small lot size.  

Mr. Sherow asked about the placement of the garbage cans by the landing of the deck. Mr. Yazinsky responded that the garbage cans were placed on the front of the house by the previous owner. He wants to put the garbage can by the deck landing this way it is not visible to the neighbor. 

Mr. Weiland informed the applicant about the regulations regarding storage in the setback such as garbage can, ladder, etc. He advised the applicant that if he decides to put up a shed in the future, it’s probably a good idea to put the garbage can in the shed. 
The board discussed the deck. Mr. Weiland thinks that the deck should have privacy screen and railings. Ms. Dolan noted that the deck is ground level. 
Mr. Calogero stated that the deck has to meet the building code requirements. Ms. Dolan concurred with Mr. Calogero. She noted that screen and railings are building department’s purview. 

After all the reviews and discussions, the board passed a resolution, to wit: 

Mr. Calogero motioned that the Town of Clinton Zoning Board of Appeals grant the requested area variance to Section 250 Attachment 2 for a side yard setback to 3 feet from the required 50 feet, for the property of Michael Yazinsky, located at 176 Clinton Hollow Rd, Tax Grid No. 132400-6466-00425260 in the AR5A Zone, to construct a landing/deck from the side door to the rear deck.  

WHEREAS:
1. This is a   .20 acre lot in an AR 5A zoning district and is a pre-existing non-conforming lot. The Area and Bulk Regulations of the Zoning Law require a setback of 50 ft. but the dwelling is within the required setback. 
2. The proposed variance is substantial, a reduction of the required 50 ft. setback to 3 ft. But the benefit being sought by the applicant cannot be achieved in any other way. Any appropriate step or landing will be in the side yard setback. 
3. The project will not have an adverse effect on the community. The proposal, does not overpower the lot, although it is small, nor does it present any adverse environmental concerns.
4.  The alleged difficulty is self-created.
5. The property is not in a Critical Environmental Area and no AG statement is required. 
6. The property is not in the Scenic Ridgeline and Historic Preservation Overlay District.
7. The site is on a Scenic Rd--Clinton Hollow Rd.
8. This is a type ll action under SEQRA and requires no further review.

9. The Planning Board has made a positive recommendation for the granting of this variance.

10. All appropriate fees have been paid.

11. There are no known violations per the ZEO.
Seconded by Mr. Weiland.

Discussion. None.

All Aye, Motion carried, 5-0.
