RESOLUTION AMENDING TOWN OF CLINTON FEE SCHEDULE BY ADOPTING UNIFORM ESCROW FEES FOR CERTAIN PLANNING BOARD APPLICATIONS 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 29 of 2024 the Town Board adopted a fee schedule which established fees for certain Town permits and applications, including but not limited to building, zoning and planning matters; 
WHEREAS, pursuant to Sections 206-45 (Fees) and 250-95(B)(5) (Fees) of the Town Code and Article 16 of the N.Y. Town Law, the Planning Board shall require an applicant for a permit to pay the fee established by Resolution of the Town Board for such permit, and to include reasonable and necessary costs for the Planning Board to hire its own independent surveyor, engineer, planning consultant, attorney and/or similar expert; and 
WHEREAS, the Town Board now wishes to amend the fee schedule adopted by Resolution No. 29 of 2024 by adopting a uniform escrow fee schedule to cover the initial costs for the Planning Board to hire its own independent surveyor, engineer, planning consultant, attorney and/or similar expert to review applications submitted to the Planning Board in accordance with Schedule A, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein. 



NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the fee schedule adopted by Resolution No. 29 of 2024 is hereby amended by adding and incorporating the uniform escrow fee schedule attached hereto as Schedule A to cover the initial reasonable and necessary costs for the Planning Board to hire its own independent surveyor, engineer, planning consultant, attorney and/or similar expert when reviewing applications.   
BE IT FUTHER RESOLVIED, the uniform escrow fee schedule established herein shall cover the initial costs for the Planning Board to hire its own independent consultants and/or experts and shall not prevent the Planning Board from collecting additional escrow fees at the discretion of the Planning Board based on the size, scope and complexity of an application or matter.    



BE IT FUTHER RESOLVIED, that the Town Clerk is authorized, empowered and directed to amend the fee schedule adopted by Resolution No. 29 of 2024 to include these escrow fees shown on Schedule A.
